Many are expressing thoughts that today we would have difficulty determine which party 57
Lincoln would belong to, Republican or Democrat. He always fought the extremist on 58
both sides. Today, I think he would be considered a moderate in the eyes of the far left 59
and right. 60

61
He hated slavery, but would have tolerated it. He would have continued to chip away at it, 62
if there hadn’t been the war. The nation was his highest consideration and I think you’ll 63
hear those thoughts in the following messages. 64

65
On November 19, 1863, President Lincoln and Edward Everett, one of the most famous 66
speakers of the times, were invited to the dedication of the battle site of Gettysburg as a 67
soldiers' cemetery. 68

69
Lincoln had little time to prepare his comments and actually recopied them that morning. 70
They were "Four score and seven years ago our fathers brought forth on this continent, a 71
new nation, conceived in Liberty, and dedicated to the proposition that all men are created 72
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equal. 1
2

Now we are engaged in a great civil war, testing whether that nation, or any nation so 3
conceived and so dedicated, can long endure. We are met on a great battle-field of that 4
war. We have come to dedicate a portion of that field, as a final resting place for those 5
who here gave their lives that the nation might live. It is altogether fitting and proper that 6
we should do this. 7

8
But, in a larger sense, we can not dedicate -- we can not consecrate -- we can not hallow -- 9
this ground. The brave men, living and dead, who struggled here, have consecrated it, far 10
above our poor power to add or detract. The WORLD WILL LITTLE NOTE, NOR LONG 11
REMEMBER what we say here, but it can never forget what they did here. It is for us the 12
living, rather, to be dedicated here to the unfinished work which they who fought here 13
have thus far so nobly advanced. It is rather for us to be here dedicated to the great task 14
remaining before us -- that from these honored dead we take increased devotion to that 15
cause for which they gave the last full measure of devotion -- that we here highly resolve 16
that these dead shall not have died in vainÿ that this nation, under God, shall have a new 17
birth of freedom -- and that government of the people, by the people, for the people, shall 18
not perish from the earth." 19

20
Everett had this to say about Lincoln’s speech. "I wish that I could flatter myself that I 21
had come as near to the central idea of the occasion in two hours as you did in two 22
minutes." 23

24
On March 4, 1865 Lincoln gave his Second Inaugural Address and these comments are 25
considered some of the most remarkable in American history. 26

27
The London Spectatorsaid, "We cannot read it without a renewed conviction that it is the 28
noblest political document known to history, and should have for the nation and the 29
statesmen he left behind him something of a sacred and almost prophetic character." 30

31
Journalist Noah Brooks, an eyewitness to the speech, said that as Lincoln advanced from 32
his seat, "a roar of applause shook the air, and, again and again repeated, finally died away 33
on the outer fringe of the throng, like a sweeping wave upon the shore. Just at that moment 34
the sun, which had been obscured all day, burst forth in its unclouded meridian splendor, 35
and flooded the spectacle with glory and with light." Brooks said Lincoln later told him, 36
"Did you notice that sunburst? It made my heart jump." 37

38
According to Brooks, the audience received the speech in "profound silence," although 39
some passages provoked cheers and applause. "Looking down into the faces of the people, 40
illuminated by the bright rays of the sun, one could see moist eyes and even tearful faces." 41

42
Brooks further commented that "Lincoln was poised with the brilliant sun burst 43
illuminating his tall, pathetic, melancholy figure and that he was already standing in the 44
shadow of death." 45

46
Lincoln began: 47
"At this second appearing to take the oath of the presidential office, there is less occasion 48
for an extended address than there was at the first. Then a statement, somewhat in detail, 49
of a course to be pursued, seemed fitting and proper. Now, at the expiration of four years, 50
during which public declarations have been constantly called forth on every point and 51
phase of the great contest which still absorbs the attention, and engrosses the energies of 52
the nation, little that is new could be presented. The progress of our arms, upon which all 53
else chiefly depends, is as well known to the public as to myself; and it is, I trust, 54
reasonably satisfactory and encouraging to all. With high hope for the future, no prediction 55
in regard to it is ventured. 56

57
On the occasion corresponding to this four years ago, all thoughts were anxiously directed 58
to an impending civil war. All dreaded it--all sought to avert it. While the inaugural 59
address was being delivered from this place, devoted altogether to saving the Union 60
without war, insurgent agents were in the city seeking to destroy it without war--seeking to 61
dissolve the Union, and divide effects, by negotiation. Both parties deprecated war; but 62
one of them would make war rather than let the nation survive; and the other would accept 63
war rather than let it perish. And the war came. 64

65
One eighth of the whole population were colored slaves, not distributed generally over the 66
Union, but localized in the Southern part of it. These slaves constituted a peculiar and 67
powerful interest. All knew that this interest was, somehow, the cause of the war. To 68
strengthen, perpetuate, and extend this interest was the object for which the insurgents 69
would rend the Union, even by war; while the government claimed no right to do more 70
than to restrict the territorial enlargement of it. Neither party expected for the war, the 71
magnitude, or the duration, which it has already attained. Neither anticipated that the cause 72
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of the conflict might cease with, or even before, the conflict itself should cease. Each 1
looked for an easier triumph, and a result less fundamental and astounding. 2

3
Both read the same Bible, and pray to the same God; and each invokes his aid against the 4
other. It may seem strange that any men should dare to ask a just God's assistance in 5
wringing their bread from the sweat of other men's faces; but let us judge not that we be 6
not judged. The prayers of both could not be answered; that of neither has been answered 7
fully. The Almighty has his own purposes. "Woe unto the world because of offenses! For 8
it must needs be that offenses come; but woe to that man by whom the offense cometh!" If 9
we shall suppose that American Slavery is one of those offenses which, in the providence 10
of God, must needs come, but which, having continued through his appointed time, he 11
now wills to remove, and that he gives to both North and South, this terrible war, as the 12
woe due to those by whom the offense came, shall we discern therein any departure from 13
those divine attributes which the believers in a Living God always ascribe to Him? 14

15
Fondly do we hope--fervently do we pray--that this mighty scourge of war may speedily 16
pass away. Yet, if God wills that it continue, until all the wealth piled by the bond-man's 17
two hundred and fifty years of unrequited toil shall be sunk, and until every drop of blood 18
drawn with the lash, shall be paid by another drawn with the sword, as was said three 19
thousand years ago, so still it must be said "the judgments of the Lord, are true and 20
righteous altogether. 21

22
With malice toward none; with charity for all; with firmness in the right, as God gives us 23
to see the right, let us strive on to finish the work we are in; to bind up the nation's 24
wounds; to care for him who shall have borne the battle, and for his widow, and his 25
orphan--to do all which may achieve and cherish a just and lasting peace, among 26
ourselves, and with all nations." 27

28
Then on April 11, 1865 Lincoln made his last public address. 29

30
Two days after Lee surrendered to Grant, a jubilant crowd gathered at the White House, 31
calling for President Lincoln. 32

33
Reporter Noah Brooks said, "Outside was a vast sea of faces, illuminated by the lights that 34
burned in the festal array of the White House, and stretching far out into the misty 35
darkness. It was a silent, intent, and perhaps surprised, multitude. 36

37
"Within stood the tall, gaunt figure of the President, deeply thoughtful, intent upon the 38
elucidation of the generous policy which should be pursued toward the South. That this 39
was not the sort of speech which the multitude had expected is tolerably certain." 40

41
Brooks held a light so Lincoln could read his speech, while young Tad Lincoln grasped the 42
pages as they fluttered to his feet. The speech tackled the thorny topic of reconstruction, 43
especially as it related to the state of Louisiana. And for the first time, Lincoln publicly 44
expressed his support for black suffrage. This statement incensed John Wilkes Booth, a 45
member of the audience, who vowed, "That is the last speech he will make." A white 46
supremacist and Confederate sympathizer, Booth made good on his threat three days later. 47

48
