WHEREAS, The Colorado Mounted Rangerswere called upon by
the state’'s Governorsto providetheir servicesduring the Indian Wars, the
Mining Strikes, and the Prohibition period; and

WHEREAS, During such service, the Colorado Mounted Rangers
put their lives on the line while performing investigations, searches, and
arrests of murderers, bootleggers, and other criminals; and

WHEREAS, In 1923, the Colorado Mounted Rangers were
disbanded |eaving Colorado without a statewide police organi zation until
what is now known as the Colorado State Patrol was formed; and

WHEREAS, In 1941, by request of former Governor Teller
Ammons, a single volunteer group in Bailey formed the Colorado
Mounted Rangers whose primary function was to promote the best
interests of the state of Colorado by holding livestock shows as well as

WHEREAS, Today the Col orado M ounted Rangersisanon-profit,
volunteer organization whose main focus is to: Assist the Office of
Emergency Management; aide in forest fires, searches and rescues, and

WHEREAS, Today troops in Cripple Creek, Colorado Springs,
Durango, Pagosa Springs, El Paso County, and Teller County make up
