INTRODUCTION OF RESOLUTION

Thefollowing resolution was read by title and referred to the committee
indicated:

HJRO01-1011 by Representative(s) Berry--Concerning creation of an
interim committee to study higher education governance
i Ssues.

Committee on Education

WHEREAS, Thecurrent governance structurefor higher education
in the state of Colorado was established through legislation enacted in
1985, and the General Assembly has not considered |egislation making
sri1 gnificant crtljangesto thegovernance structurefor higher education since
that time; an

WHEREAS, The demand and need for higher education has
increased significantly since 1985 due, in part, to population growth and
advances in technology that drive changes in the educational needs of
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Colorado students; and

WHEREAS, It is essential that the higher education needs of
students in al areas of the state, particularly the rura areas, are
adequately, efficiently, and effectively met; and

WHEREAS, During the first regular session of the sixty-second
General Assembly, the General Assembly adopted House Bill 99-1289
requiringastudy"” to reexamine higher education performancein the state
and determine whether changes and improvements may be made in the
delivery of higher education servicesto more effectively serve Colorado’s
citizens throughout the state”; and

WHEREAS, The study has been completed by the Northwest
Educational Research Center ("NORED") and recommendations were
made in a report entitled, "Steady Progress. A Program for Colorado
Higher Education at the Dawn of the 21st Century"; and

WHEREAS, The study finds that public expectations of higher
education are changing dramatically and that "interest in access and
certification, financial scarcity, the expanding application of information
technologies, and a persistent emphasis on economic competitiveness
argue for reconsideration of the manner in which [the state system of
higher education] is governed and managed”; and

WHEREAS, The study further suggests that the framework for
higher education policy may be shifting from dependence on close
regulation of institutions to greater reliance on the positive effect of
market forces and from limited, traditional definitions of providers and
studentsto amore comprehensive understanding of education delivery in
a variety of circumstances and locations and a greater recognition of
students that represent a broader cross section of society; and

WHEREAS, To ensure the effectiveness, efficacy, and success of
implementing some of the governance changes suggested by the study,
the General Assembly needs to undertake careful consideration of the
fiscal implications for individual state-supported institutions of higher
edgcation and for the statewide system of higher education as a whole;
an

WHEREAS, Prior to implementation of governance changes for
selected state-supported institutions of higher education it is appropriate
to reexamine and adjust, if necessary, the roles and missions of each of
the state-supported institutions of higher education; now, therefore,

Be It Resolved by the House of Representatives of the Sxty-third
ﬁeneral Assembly of the Sate of Colorado, the Senate concurring
erein:

(1) That there is hereby created an interim committee to work
through the 2001 interim to study the feasibility of implementing the
recommendations made in the NORED report and, in connection
therewith, to examine the role and mission of each of the state-supported
institutions of higher education. In studying the feasibility of
implementing the recommendations and examining the institutional role
and missions, the interim committee may recommend legislation to:
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(@ Implement the report’s recommendations or to implement
alternative approachesto achievethe same goalsidentified by the report’s
recommendations; and

(b) Implement changes to the role and mission of one or more
state-supported institutions of higher education.

(2) The interim committee shall consist of seventeen members.
The Speaker of the House of Representatives and the President of the
Senate shall appoint the members of the committee no later than thirty
days after passage of this resolution, as follows:

(@) The Speaker of the House of Representatives shall appoint:

() Five representatives, one of whom shall be named the
chairperson of the interim committee, and no more than three of whom
shall be from the same political party;

(1) One representative of the Colorado commission on higher
education;

(111) One representative of the state board of agriculture;

(I11) One representative of the board of trustees of the state
colleges in Colorado; and

(1V) One representative of the board of trustees of the Colorado
school of Mines,

(b) The President of the Senate shall appoint:

(I) Four senators, one of whom shall be named the
vice-chal ;rj)erson of the interim committee, and no more than three of
whom shall be from the same political party;

(1) One representative of the Colorado commission on higher
education;

(111) One representative of the university of Colorado board of
regents,

V) Onerepresentative of the board of trusteesfor the University
of Northern Colorado; and

(V) Onerepresentative of the state board for community colleges
and occupational education.

(3) That the interim committee shall meet no fewer than four
times and shall take public testimony that, at a minimum, shall include
te%sti mony fromeach of thefour-year state-supported institutionsof higher

ucation.

(4 That the interim committee shall make findings and
recommendations regarding the issues reviewed in this study, and shall
submit a written report on the interim committee’s findings and
recommendations, including but not limited to any recommendationsfor
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legislation, to the General Assembly no later than November 15, 2001.
L egislation recommended by the interim committee shall be treated as
legislation recommended by any other interim committee for purposes of
any introduction deadlines or bill limitationsimposed by the Joint Rules
of the Senate and the House of Representatives.

(5) That thelegislative membersof theinterimcommitteeshall be
paid compensation as provided in section 2-2-307, Colorado Revised
Statutes, for attendance at meetings of the interim committee.

(6) That the non-legislative members of the interim committee
shall serve without compensation.

(7) That the Legislative Council staff, the Office of Legislative
Legal Services, and the department of higher education shall be made
available to assist the interim committee in carrying out its duties.

(8 That al eernditures incurred while conducting this study
shall be approved by the chair of the Le%|slat|ve Council and paid by
vouchers and warrants drawn as provided by law from moneys allocated
to the Legislative Council for legislative studies from appropriations
made by the General Assembly.
