(b)  Thirteen ELEVEN cents per load transported by a truck, as such44

term is defined in section 42-1-102 (108), C.R.S., which THAT is45
commonly used for the noncommercial transport of persons and property46
over the public highways;47

(c)  Twenty SEVENTEEN cents per cubic yard per load transported49

by any commercial vehicle or other vehicle not included in paragraph (a)50
or (b) of this subsection (1).51

52
(2) (a)  All fee money collected by operators of solid waste53

disposal sites or facilities pursuant to subsection (1) of this section shall54
be transmitted by the last day of the month following the end of each55
calendar quarter to the state treasurer, who shall credit seventy-five56
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SEVENTY percent of such moneys to the hazardous substance response1
fund created in section 25-16-104.6 and twenty-five THIRTY percent to2
the solid waste management fund created in section 30-20-118, C.R.S.,3
for the department’s appropriation for solid waste management.4

5
(b)  AT THE END OF EACH FISCAL YEAR, THE STATE TREASURER6

SHALL TRANSFER ANY MONEYS IN THE SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT FUND7
CREATED IN SECTION 30-20-118, C.R.S., THAT EXCEED SIXTEEN AND8
