WHEREAS, This legislation provides tax relief to freight18
railroads, Amtrak, and commuter lines; and19

WHEREAS, This legislation provides benefit improvements for21

surviving spouses of rail workers who currently suffer deep cuts in22
income when the rail worker retiree dies; and23

WHEREAS, No outside contributions from taxpayers are needed25

to implement the changes called for in this legislation; and26

WHEREAS, All changes will be paid for from within the railroad28
industry, including a full share to be paid by active employees; now,29
