I am returning to you Senate Bill 01-043, “Concerning the Continuation of the Sunset Date 40
for the Passenger Tramway Safety Board in the Division of Registrations," which I vetoed 41
today at 3:22 p.m. This letter sets forth my reasons for vetoing this bill. 42

43
Senate Bill 01-043 re-authorizes the Passenger Tramway Safety board until 2008. The 44
bill, however, is unnecessary. On March 23, 2001, I signed Senate Bill 01-201 which also 45
re-authorizes the Passenger Tramway Safety board until 2008 while making, some, but not 46
all, of the changes recommended by the Department of Regulatory Agencies’ (DORA) 47
sunset review report. 48

49
The present system – where DORA undertakes expensive and extensive review of 50
regulations only to have them ignored by the General Assembly – is a waste of time and 51
resources. Therefore, I would respectfully suggest that the General Assembly recognize 52
this fact by altering the sunset review process and transfer the authority to conduct these 53
reviews back to the legislature. While the General Assembly might then choose to ignore 54
its own recommendations as well, the citizens of Colorado will not be forced to waste 55
executive branch resources on such reports. 56

57
The safety of Colorado’s citizens is of utmost importance to my administration. DORA’s 58
recommendations in the sunset review served to enhance public safety and protect both 59
Colorado residents and tourists visiting Colorado’s ski and snowboard facilities, 60
unfortunately SB 01-043 did not take into account those recommendations. 61

62
Accordingly, I have vetoed this bill. 63
