(a) Updating the Colorado military code as necessary to reflect
changes in federal laws;

(b) The procedures by which women may enlist in the state
military forces; and

~ (c) Definitions of pertinent terms, including but not limited to
"terrorist" and "saboteur".

(3) Thatthe special Senate committee may form subcommittees
to accomplish its goals and may inviedditional members of any
communit¥/ in the state to participate in such subcommittees. Each
meeting of the special Senate committee shall include an opportunity for
public comment on items related to the committee's agenda.

(4) That, notwithstanding the provisions of section 2-2-307,
Colorado Revised Statutes, the members of the special Senate committee
shall serve on the committee without compensation, including without per
diem and without compensation for expenses.

(5) That the Legislative Council staff, the Office of Legislative
Legal Services staff, and the Joint Budget Committee staff shall be
available to assist, within existing appropriations, the special Senate
committee in carrying out its duties.

(6) That thespecial Senate committee shall not constitute an
interim committee for purposes of the Joint Rules. On or before Januar
15, 2002, the special Senate committee shall submit a report to the full
Senate regarding the results of its study, including any legislative
recommendations arising therefrom.

Be It Further Resolvedlhat the Senate respectfully urges the
honorable Goernor of the state of Colorado to issue immediately an
executive order authorizing the enlistment of women in the state military
forces, which executive order the Senate respectfully requests relate back
in time to those women who have served in the state military forces since
the enactment of section 28-3-103 (9), Colorado Revised Statutes, in its
current form.
