WHEREAS, Each school district board of education is currently
required by statute to adopt a safe school plan that will provide an
environment that is safe, conducive to the learning process, and free from
unnecessary disruption; and

WHEREAS, Each school district's safe school %iél by statute must
include a conduct and discipline code that establis tplpolicies
regarding student conduct, safety, and welfare; a dress code policy that
defines and prohibits students fromearing apparel that is deemed
disruptive to the classroom environment or to the maintenance of a safe
and orderly school; and general policies and procedures for dealing with
students who cause a disruption in the classroom, on school grounds, in
school vehicles, or at school activities or sanctioned events; and

WHEREAS, Because the desecration of the American flag can
involve clothing, action, and words, and may or may not be clearly
addressed by any school district policy currently required by state statute;
now, therefore,

Be It Resolved by the House of Representatives of the Sixty-third
