Senator(s) Tupa, Phillips--Concerning honoring Carl7
Wieman and Eric Cornell for creating the Bose-Einstein8
condensate and winning the 2001 Nobel Prize in Physics.9

10
WHEREAS, Professor Carl E. Wieman and Dr. Eric A. Cornell11

created in 1995 the world’s first Bose-Einstein condensate, a new form of12
matter predicted by Albert Einstein in 1924; and13

14
WHEREAS, Professor Wieman and Dr. Cornell received the 200115

Nobel Prize in Physics for this discovery; and16
17

WHEREAS, Professor Wieman is a distinguished professor at the18
University of Colorado at Boulder, Dr. Cornell is an adjoint professor at19
CU-Boulder and senior scientist of the National Institute of Standards and20
Technology, and both are fellows of JILA, an interdisciplinary institute21
for research and graduate education in the physical sciences; and22

23
WHEREAS, Professor Wieman and Dr. Cornell were able to24

capture and chill rubidium atoms in order to bring them to a near25
motionless state so that they would act as one superatom; and26

27
WHEREAS, The researchers were able to cool the matter to 328

billionths of a degree above absolute zero, the lowest temperature ever29
achieved; and30

31
WHEREAS, The creation of the condensate allows scientists to32

more easily study the world of quantum physics and has established a33
new branch of atomic physics that has spread across the globe; and34

35
WHEREAS, Professor Wieman’s and Dr. Cornell’s discovery will36

allow scientists to control the usage of superatoms in new and innovative37
ways that could lead to much faster and smaller electronics; and38

39
WHEREAS, The power of the Bose-Einstein condensate could40

lead to better computer chips, more precise measuring instruments, and41
advances in navigational instruments; and42

43
WHEREAS, Discoveries such as this help to ensure the continued44

economic success of Colorado and the United States and help us to45
understand the universe around us; and46

47
WHEREAS, Several other university groups were racing to be the48

first to create this new form of matter, including the Massachusetts49
Institute of Technology, Rice University, and Stanford University; and50

51
WHEREAS, This discovery brings great honor to the University52

of Colorado and the citizens of Colorado; and53

WHEREAS, In February 2002, University of Colorado alumnus55
Tom Marsico and his wife, Cydney Marsico, donated $5 million to56
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establish two Marsico Endowed Chairs of Excellence at the University1
of Colorado in honor of Professor Wieman and Dr. Cornell, who will2
hold the first chairs; and3

WHEREAS, The support of the Regents of the University of5

Colorado, President Elizabeth Hoffman, and Chancellor Richard Byyny6
has been important in sustaining this research effort; now, therefore,7

Concerning "Frozen Dead Guy Day". 43

WHEREAS, Bredo Morstoel, better known as "Grandpa Bredo",45
died in Norway in 1989; and46

47
WHEREAS, Mr. Morstoel was transported from Norway to48

Nederland, Colorado, in 1989, and placed in a frozen state of suspended49
animation at the residence of Trygve Bauge; and50

51
WHEREAS, Trygve Bauge was deported to Norway in 1994; and52

 53
WHEREAS, The comment to a reporter by Trygve Bauge’s54

mother, “I don’t know what I’m supposed to do with the dead bodies in55
the shed”, led to the international incident in Nederland, Colorado, which56
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became known locally as the “tale of the frozen dead guy”; and1
2

WHEREAS, Sisters Robin, Shelley, and Kathy Beeck produced3
and directed the film “Grandpa’s in the Tuff Shed” in 1998, and won the4
“Best Short Documentary” award at the Breckenridge Film Festival and5
the Durango Film Festival, the Phil Loyd Award at the Telluride6
Mountain Film Festival, and an honorable mention for Best Documentary7
at the South Beach Film Festival in Florida, and toured 150 cities8
nationally and internationally in the Best of Banff Tour from the Banff9
Mountain Film Festival in Canada; and10

11
WHEREAS, Fame and international intrigue were welcomed with12

open arms by the small town of Nederland, Colorado; and13
14

WHEREAS, Dry ice continues to be delivered to the now15
infamous shed and current resting place of Grandpa Bredo on a biweekly16
basis; and17

18
WHEREAS, Grandpa Bredo, otherwise known as “The Frozen19

Dead Guy”, has been a model citizen, never giving the cold shoulder to20
anyone, and has responded to widespread adulation with icy resolve and21
a stiff upper lip; and22

23
WHEREAS, The town of Nederland has embraced Grandpa24

Bredo, arguably its coldest citizen, with a warmth that could almost melt25
dry ice; and26

WHEREAS, On March 9 and 10, 2002, the town of Nederland,28

Colorado, will celebrate the first annual “Frozen Dead Guy Days” festival29
with parades, a swim in Barker Reservoir, Coffin Races, a Grandpa30
Bredo Lookalike Contest, a feature screening of the film “Grandpa’s in31
