REPORT OF COMMITTEE OF REFERENCE

FINANCE
After consideration on the merits, the Committee recommends the
following:

SB02-141 be amended as follows, and as so amended, bereferred to
the Committee of the Whole with favorable
recommendation:

Amend reengrossed hill, strike everything below the enacting clause, and
substitute the following:

"SECTION 1. Special ad-hoctask force on oil and gasroyalty
payments. (1) Thegeneral assembly finds, determines, and declaresthat
a special ad-hoc task force should be convened to immediately address
the following:

(@) The case of Rogers v. Westerman Farm Company, 29 P.3d
887 (Colo. 2001);

(b) The protection of thelegal interestsof oil and gasleaseroyalty
payors and payees, including but not limited to underlying landowners
and oil and gas producers;

_ (c) The protection of the sanctity of contract with respect to the
interests of oil and gas lease royalty payors and payees,

(d) Recommendations for how to create settled law on the issue
of thetermsof oil and gasleases and royalty paymentsthereunder in light
of the Westerman decision; and

€) Theprotection of theoil and gasindustry in Colorado into the
future through the creation of settled law on these issues.

(2) The ad-hoc task force shall consist of the following nine
members:
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(a) Two members of the senate appointed by the president of the
senate and two members of the house of representatives appointed by the
speaker of the house of representatives,

(b) Thefollowing five membersappointed jointly by the president
of the senate and the speaker of the house of representatives:

(1) A representative of agricultural producers;
(I1) A representative of oil and gas royalty owners;
(111) A representative of oil and gas producers;

(IV) A county commissioner from an oil and gas producing
county; and

(V) A member of the state board of land commissioners.

~ (3) Members of the task force shall receive no compensation or
][el mbursement of expenses for their attendance at meetings of the task
orce.

(4 The Ie?isl ative council staff and the office of legislative legal
Servi ceg staff shall be available to assist the ad-hoc task force in carrying
out its duties.

(5 Thead-hoc task force shall begin to meet as soon as possible
after the effective date of this section.

(6) The ad-hoc task force shall not be considered an interim
committee pursuant to rule 24A of thejoint rules of the senate and house
or representatives; however, any bill recommended by the ad-hoc task
force shall be exempt fromthefive-bill limit establishedinrule 24 (b) (1)
(A) of thejoint rules of the senate and house of representatives. Itisthe
intent of the general assembly that the ad-hoc task force report its
recommendations by April 25, 2002, so that a bill may be considered
prior to adjournment of the second regular session of the sixty-third
general assembly.

SECTION 2. Safety clause. Thegeneral assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.".
