(I1) "HOTEL UNIT OWNERS" MEANS ANY PERSON OR MEMBER OF A
GROUP OF RELATED PERSONS WHOSE OWNERSHIP AND USE OF A
RESIDENTIAL UNIT CAUSE THE RESIDENTIAL UNIT TO BE CLASSIFIED AS A
HOTEL UNIT.

(1) "HOTEL UNITS" MEANS MORE THAN FOUR RESIDENTIAL UNITS
IN A PROJECT THAT ARE OWNED, IN WHOLE OR IN PART, DIRECTLY, OR
INDIRECTLY THROUGH ONE OR MORE INTERMEDIATE ENTITIES, BY ONE
PERSON ORBY A GROUP OF RELATED PERSONS IF THE PERSON OR GROUP OF
RELATED PERSONS USES THE RESIDENTIAL UNITS OR PARTS THEREOF IN
CONNECTION WITH A BUSINESS ESTABLISHMENT PRIMARILY TO PROVIDE
