AUDIT ALL EXPENDITURES FOR EQUIPMENT, SUPPLIES, AND 20
SERVICES NECESSARY FOR THE EFFICIENT CONDUCT OF THE 21
BUSINESS OF THE SENATE AND MAY EMPLOY SUCH OFFICERS AND 22
