"PER DIEM AND OTHER EXPENSES PAID UNDER THIS SECTION SHALL BE
FROM MONEYS APPROPRIATED FROM THE COLORADO WATER
CONSERVATION BOARD CONSTRUCTION FUND.

SECTION 2. Appropriation. In addition to any other
appropriation, there is hereby appropriated, out of any moneys in the
Colorado water conservation board construction fund created in section
37-60-121, Colorado Revised Statutes, not otherwise appropriated, to the
department of natural resources, water conservation board, for operating
expenses, for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2002, the sum of ten
thousand eight hundred dollars ($10,800), or so much thereof as may be
necessary, for the implementation of this act."”.

(c) The general fund appropriation to the department of health
care policy and financing, medical services premiums, is decreased by
sixty thousand three hundred fourteen dollars ($60,314). Inaddition, the
department is not anticipated to receive sixty thousand three hundred
fourteen dollars ($60,314) federal funds. Although such funds are not
appropriated, they are noted for the purpose of indicating the assumptions
used relative to these funds.

(2) For the implementation of this act, appropriations madein the
annual general appropriation act for the fiscal year beginning July 1,
2002, shall be adjusted as follows:

(a) The appropriation to the department of health care policy and
financing, medical programsadministration, for fiscal year beginning July
1, 2002, is decreased by two hundred five thousand nine hundred sixty-
four dollars ($205,964) and 1.0 FTE. Of said sum, eighty thousand six
hundred five dollars ($80,605) shall be from the genera fund, and one
hundred twenty-five thousand three hundred fifty-nine ($125,359) shall
be from federal funds.

Of said sum,
sixty-three thousand nine hundred sixty-five dollars ($63,965) shall be
from the general fund and sixty-three thousand nine hundred sixty-five
dollars ($63,965) shall befromfederal funds. Although federal fundsare
not appropriated, they are noted for the purpose of indicating the
assumptions used relative to these funds.

(c) The appropriation to the department of public health and
environment, division of health facilities, is decreased by eighty-nine
thousand five hundred six dollars ($89,506) cash funds exempt and 1.8
FTE.

(d) The appropriation to the department of human services, office
of adult veterans services, agi ng services programs, is decreased by one
hundred twenty-seven thousand nine hundred thirty dollars ($127,930)
cash funds exempt.

(e) The appropriation to the department of health care policy and
financing, medical servicespremiums, isincreased by one hundred forty-
four thousand five hundred seventy dollars ($144,570) out of moneysin
the general fund. In addition, the general assembI?/ anticipates that the
department of health care policy and financing will receive the sum of
one hundred forty-four thousand five hundred seventy dollars ($144,570)
in federal funds. Although such funds are not appropriated, they are

The board also may acquire, by grant, purchase,
DONATION, bequest, devise, lease, exchange, or other contractual
agreement, from or with any person, including any governmental entity,
such water, water rights, or interests in water IN SUCH AMOUNT as the
board determines may-beregtired 1S APPROPRIATE for miratmtim stream
flows or for natural surface water levels or volumes for natural lakes to
preserve ORIMPROVE the natural environment to areasonable degree.

The board also shall request recommendations
from the United States Department of Agriculture and the United States
artment of the Interior. Nothing in this article shall be construed as
authorizing any state agency to acquire water by eminent domain or to
deprive the people of the state of Colorado of the beneficial use of those
waters avallablebﬁlaw and interstate compact. Any appropriation made
pursuant to this subsection (3) shall be subject to thefol |ng principles
and limitations:

SECTION 2. Effectivedate. Thisact shall take effect at 12:01
a.m. on the day following the expiration of the ninety-day period after
final adjournment of the general assembly that is allowed for submitting
a referendum petition pursuant to article V, section 1 (3) of the state
constitution; except that, if areferendum petition isfiled against this act
or an item, section, or tpart of this act within such period, then the act,
item, section, or part, if approved by the people, shall take effect on the
date of the official decIaratlon of the vote thereon by proclamation of the
governor."
