WHEREAS, Planned Parenthood of the Rocky Mountains has
provided state family planning services in full compliance with the
Colorado constitution for many a/ears through a contract with the state
Department of Public Health and Environment; and

WHEREAS, Approximately thirteen thousand low-incomewomen
rely on government-funded family planning servicesprovided by Planned
Parenthood of the Rocky Mountains consisting of family planning,
g?/necological examinations, basic lab tests and screening tests for hig

ood pressure, anemia, breast and cervical cancer, sexually transmitted
diseases and HIV, pregnancy testing, and sterilization services; and
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WHEREAS, Colorado ranks 20" in the nation in the provision of
contraceptive services to women in need, serving only 47% of those
needing care; and

WHEREAS, Nearly haf of al pregnancies in Colorado are
unintended and almost 40% of women who gave birth in our state said
their pregnancies were either mis-timed or unwanted; and

WHEREAS, Contraceptive services in Colorado help avert
thirty-two thousand unintended pregnancies each year; and

separate facilities, and separate financial records; and

WHEREAS, Planned Parenthood of the Rocky Mountains took
great steps to follow this new affiliation requirement by forming a
Separate corporation, Planned Parenthood Services Corporation, towhich
it gave sole responsibility for performing induced abortions; and

WHEREAS, After separately incorporating, Planned Parenthood
of the Rocky Mountains was awarded a contract to provide valuable
family planning servicesin this state; and

WHEREAS, In the summer of 2001, the Department of Public
Health and Environment contracted with an outside accounting firm to
conduct areview of Planned Parenthood of the Rocky Mountains; and

WHEREAS, Based upon such review and an unusually strict
interpretation of the affiliation requirement, the Department of Public
Health and Environment has now arbitrarily refused to contract with
Planned Parenthood of the Rocky Mountains for state family planning
