THISSUBSECTION (1) SHALL BEINCREASED TO THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND
DOLLARSWHICHINCREASED AMOUNT SHALL APPLY TOACTSOROMISSIONS
OCCURRING ON OR AFTER SAID DATE. |ITISTHE INTENT OF THE GENERAL
