Any bondsissued on behalf of any INSTITUTION, GROUPOFINSTITUTIONS,
auxiliary facility, or group of auxiliary facilities, other than housing
facilities, diningfacilities, recreational facilities, healthfacilities, parking
facilities, research facilities whteh THAT are funded from a revolving
fund, or designated enterprise auxiliary facilities listed in section

have theretofore been pledged. If the contract for the advancement of
moneys is entered into by the university of Colorado on behalf of a
designated enterprise auxiliary facility that is associated with the
university of Colorado, the board of regentsis authorized to pledge only
the net income, including fees and revenues derived or to bederived from
the designated enterprise auxiliary facility and any other designated
enterprise auxiliary facilities.
