After consideration on the merits, the Committee recommends that SB03-294 be amended
as follows, and as so amended, be referred to the Committee of the Whole with favorable
recommendation.

SECTION 2. Appropriation - adjustments to 2003 long bill.
(1) In addition to any other appropriation, there is hereby appropriated,
to the department of health care policy and financing, executive director's
office, for thefiscal year beginning July 1, 2003, the sum of one hundred
ei ghteen thousand two hundred twenty-five dollars ($118,225), for the
implementation of this act.
