SECTION 5. Appropriation. In addition to any other

appropriation, there is hereby appropriated, out of any moneys in the
operational account of the severance tax trust fund created in section
39-29-109, Colorado Revised Statutes, not otherwise appropriated, to the
department of higher education, for allocation to the board of governors

of the Colorado state university system, for thefiscal year beginning July
1, 2008, the sum of one million dollars ($1,000,000) for the forest

restoration pilot program, or so much thereof asmay be necessary, for the

implementation of this act.
SECTION 6. Safety clause. Thegeneral assembly hereby finds,
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1 determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

2 preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
