Breakfast After the Bell Talking Points 1-27-15

We would respectfully ask that you consider the following points when reviewing this proposed
legislation:

1.

Colorado Springs D-11 FULLY supports the Breakfast After the Bell Program (thanks Rep.
Mareno) at 80% - 100% FRL status schools. We want kids to be fed and nourished!

This bill does NOT kill the Breakfast After the Bel] Program. It just freezes the requirement at
80% FRL schools rather than dropping to 70% as originally passed.

Districts are not PROHIBITED from serving BAB at lower than 80% FRL schools. Every District still
can locally choose to offer the program where needed.

Many schoals offer breakfast BEFORE the Bell at schools between 70%-80%. The BEFORE the
bell program works economically since we don’t have to exempt NON-FRL kids from payment.
Children are NOT going hungry for lack of a breakfast in our communities.

The Federal government recently added a fruit portion component to the required meal which
has increased the cost of the meal by $0.35.

The consolidation of dairies on the front range increased the D-11 milk contract by over 30% this
year! There is only one diary in Colorado Springs that serves schools.

Most schools will lose about $0.25/meal per day for schools in the 70% FRL to 80% FRL
range. This equals approximately $10,000/year per school.

School Districts across the State of Colorado are now losing money in their Food Service
programs due to a combination of factors. Higher costs of food, increasing costs of labor,
elimination of all vending and beverage revenue, implementation of the Federal Smart Snack
regulations and minimal increases in Federal meal reimbursements have squeezed the bottom
line for many, many districts.

Since Food Service Fund economics are heavily regulated by the State of Colorado and the
Federal government, School Districts will be forced into a couple of options:

a. Reverse the path on good healthy food and return to cheaper processed foods for lunch
menu items

b. Take money from the General Fund to subsidize Food Services thereby taking away
valuable instructional resources

I'm the new VP of Policy and Communications for LiveWell Colorado. We recently took a position of opposition

to House Bill 1080, regarding school participation in the Breakfast after the Bell program. | know that you are

supporting the bill, so | wanted to make sure you were aware of our position and why we took the position we

did. I'm committed on behalf of LiveWell to bringing local perspectives into state level policy issues, and this

was an issue where our local community partners were divided. We recognize that some school districts find .
_Breakfast After the Bell to be burdensome financially, but we also know that over 100,000 kids are benefiting
- from the program who otherwise might not be eating at all in the morning. And by implementing the program
at school districts with 70% FRL, an additional 70,000 kids will be served. Missed breakfast is associated with a
number of poor health outcomes and health-compromising behaviors, including higher blood cholesterol and
insulin levels, physical inactivity, disordered eating and unhealthy weight management practices, so a program
that can avoid those challenges continues to show real promise to us.

Although we are on different sides of this piece of legislation, | sincerely hope that we can work together on
policy issues going forward. | know that the implementation of Breakfast After the Bell hasn’t been everything
we had hoped - funding was left on the table, districts have felt it was burdensome and that they didn’t have
the support needed to implement it, and meals served haven’t always been as nutritious as we might like. But
| know we share the same goal of ensuring kids in Colorado have nutritious meals, so | hope we can be your
partners in implementing policy (and maybe crafting future policy) that works towards that end.

I know that the timing is challenging right now in the middle of the session, but I'd be happy to sit down with
you all whenever it's convenient for you. LiveWell also can be a convener if it would be useful to bring other
folks to the table (e.g. funders, TA providers} to figure out how to make the Breakfast After the Bell legislation
work for districts across the state.

District 49 supports HB15-1080 to amend the percentage of free and reduced qualified students that triggers the required
participation by a public school in the Breakfast after the Bell Program. We believe there are several factors that were
not considered in the current Breakfast after the Bell Program that will have a negative impact on District 49 as our
demographics continue to change. Currently D49 does not have any sites impacted by the legislation; we do have 2
schools that are on the verge of qualifying and can forecast that they will be impacted within the next 3 years.

The first factor not considered by the current legislation is the stigma that comes from requiring schools who have 80% or
greater students on the Free and Reduced lunch program and scheduled to go to 70% or greater in school year 15-16 to
provide breakfast after the bell. In a District such as ours when our two higher risk schools reach the mandatory threshold
of 70% they will be easily identified as the “poor schools”. This is “overt identification” of our lower income families and
setting them apart from the rest of our District.

District 49°s second concern is the unfunded financial burden that will be placed on the District by having to feed 30% of
our student population at the required sites with only the Federal reimbursement of $0.28 per student in return. The intent
of the original legislation was to take the Federal reimbursement from higher Free and Reduced qualifying schools to offset
the cost of feeding a non-program qualified student for the Federal reimbursement of $0.28. In a District profile such as
D49, there are not schools with higher qualifying student to offset the burden that will be placed on the District by feeding
30% of the students at the qualifying sites. This will have a negative financial impact to the Nutrition program which could
then need to be offset by General Fund dollars taking precious resources out of the classroom.

A third factor that is a concern for D49 is the cost to start up a new breakfast program. As this would be a new program in
the district all equipment needed for the operation of the program would have to come from General Fund dollars as
stipulated in the Federal Regulations governing the National School Lunch and Breakfast Program.

District 49 believes strongly that serving Breakfast after the Bell should be a local school district decision that is
determined by District leadership to meet the needs of our students with the overall impact to the District in mind.

Thank you for your support of our child nutrition programs. We look forward to hearing from you and working with you
on this critical issue.

To Whom It May Concern:

I am a registered dietitian practicing in Colorado Springs. | see almost entirely pediatric patients, both on an inpatient
and an outpatient basis. | am also a former high school teacher, having taught in two different states. | am a huge
proponent for all students eating breakfast in the morning. No one is capable of doing their best work when they have
not had some nutrition to start out their day.

It has recently come to my attention that some elementary-aged children are being given breakfast in the classroom at
some local schools through the Breakfast After the Bell. Other schools will provide breakfast before the start of school
for students that would like it. There are many students in our schaols that benefit from these programs, as the only
meals they get are those provided at school. | am, however, concerned about some other students, as we are also facing
an obesity epidemic in our country.,

Within the last three weeks, | have had two obese, elementary-aged patients come to see me who receive breakfast at
school in two different school districts in the city. Their physicians and their parents are concerned about their weight
and their weight gain. In both cases, these children eat breakfast at home, and then they eat breakfast again when they
get to school. One of these students was a participant in the Breakfast After the Beli program. The mother was very
concerned about her child’s weight and the fact that this student is getting two breakfasts. She would ask the teacher to
not give her child breakfast in the classroom, but she doesn’t want her child to be singled out by the teacher as being
not allowed to eat when all the other students do. This mother was not willing to give up breakfast at home, however,
because she was concerned largely about the lack of protein being provided on a daily basis. When the child has
breakfast at home, the mother can control the content of what is eaten, allowing for a lower calorie, nutritionally
complete meal.

The second child is a recipient of free lunch, and therefore free breakfast. This was not offered in the classroom, but
before school in the cafeteria. Again, the concern was for the quality and protein content of the school-provided meal.
The child told me that a favorite cold option was Cocoa Puffs with chocolate milk for breakfast. Another cereal option
was Cinnamon Toast Crunch. As a dietitian, | would not offer those to my child at home, and would hope they are not
being offered at school, but according to this child, these were the cereal options for breakfast. Hot breakfast is also an
option, with choices such as pancakes. Again, the problem being faced by the parent is that she wants to provide her
child with a healthy, protein containing breakfast to help maintain weight or encourage weight loss, but the child was
also eating a high calorie, free breakfast at school.

Again, every child should have access to breakfast on a daily basis. | doubt that anyone involved with education would
disagree. A very close look should be taken, however, to be sure that the children who do not need the school to provide
breakfast are not getting more than they should. The problems I have seen just this month would only expand with an
expansion of the Breakfast After the Bell pogram to schools with a lower level of free and reduced lunch students. Public
schools should not and cannot be held entirely responsible for the nutritional wellbeing of our children; we cannot use
public money to contribute further to the epidemic of obesity that is ever expanding among our children.

RESOLUTION 2015-18
ON LIMITING THE BREAKFAST AFTER THE BELL LEGISLATION

WHEREAS, HB 13-1006 was passed in 2013 to require a free breakfast to all free and reduced
(FRL) meal students in schools with 80 percent or greater FRL status for school year 2014-15 and
70 percent or greater FRL status for school year 2015-16 and thereafter; and

WHEREAS, the requirement for a “free” breakfast program between 70 percent FRL and 80
percent FRL is economically unviable; and

WHEREAS, the requirement for a “free” breakfast program “after the bell” takes valuable time
away from instruction; and

WHEREAS, school districts across the state are already losing money in the food service fund and
having to subsidize the food service fund with general fund monies; and

WHEREAS, 139 schools across the state of Colorado are scheduled to be added for
implementation when the minimum threshold for eligibility drops from 80 percent FRL to 70
percent FRL; and

WHEREAS, schools are still allowed to offer breakfast programs in their community regardless
of FRL eligibility as a local control decision; and

WHEREAS, even as the legislature continues to reduce school funding, the legislature has passed
multiple significant food service reform efforts, including but not limited to carbonated beverage
restrictions, vending machine restrictions, indirect cost contribution restriction, breakfast after the
bell requirements, costly changes to the requirements of what is served in school meals and how
it is served, and now the new federal smart snack requirements all limiting economic flexibility in
local school district food service programs without adequate revenue support. These laws impose
additional unfunded obligations on school districts already burdened by reduced funding to
implement the existing reforms (e.g. D11 Good Food Project,);

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Colorado Springs School District 11 Board of
Education calls upon the Colorado legislature to modify the Breakfast After the Bell
implementation threshold and freeze such threshold at 80 percent free and reduced meal eligibility.
