For
each ballot title that is a proposition, the proposition number or |etters
shall be immediately followed by the description (ST ATUTORYR".
PRIOR TO THE GENERAL ELECTION HELD IN 2012, each ballot title shall be
separated from the other ballot titles next to it by heavy black lines and
shall be followed bﬁthe words "yes' and "no" with blank spaces to the
right and opposite the same as follows:
