Summary of Assessment

This bill clarifies that a person may use a permit to carry a concealed handgun issued in
another stateif that personiscurrently aresident of theissuing state, or haslived in Colorado for no
more than 90 days. The bill was signed by the Governor and became law on May 17, 2007.

Although this bill may dlightly increase the number of people charged with carrying a
conceal ed weapon without an appropriate permit (amisdemeanor 2 penalty per Section 18-12-105,
C.R.S)), it isanticipated that the number of cases for the Judicial Branch will be small enough to
be absorbable within existing resources. Thus, the bill does not affect state or local revenue or
expenditures and is assessed as having no fiscal impact.
