Bill Summary

(Note:  This summary applies to this bill as introduced and does
not necessarily reflect any amendments that may be subsequently
adopted.)

Prohibits a person from offering another person the opportunity to
hunt, wound, or take any mammal that is intentionally confined, tied,
staked, caged, or otherwise restrained from engaging in normal
movement.  Allows exceptions for slaughtering a mammal for purposes
of meat, leather, or fur production or humanely euthanizing a mammal for
health, safety, or scientific purposes.  Establishes penalties.

SECTION 1.  Article 6 of title 33, Colorado Revised Statutes, is2

amended BY THE ADDITION OF A NEW SECTION to read:3

(b)  HUMANELY EUTHANIZE A MAMMAL FOR HEALTH, SAFETY, OR16

(3)  ANY PERSON WHO VIOLATES THIS SECTION:18

(a)  WITH RESPECT TO BIG GAME OR ENDANGERED SPECIES, IS19

GUILTY OF A MISDEMEANOR AND, UPON CONVICTION THEREOF, SHALL BE20

PUNISHED BY A FINE OF NOT LESS THAN TEN THOUSAND DOLLARS NOR21

MORE THAN TWENTY-FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS.  UPON SUCH CONVICTION,22

THE COMMISSION MAY SUSPEND ANY OR ALL WILDLIFE LICENSE PRIVILEGES23

OF THE PERSON FOR A MINIMUM OF ONE YEAR TO LIFE.24
