Bill Summary

Before conducting a consensual search of a car, a person in the car,
a home, or a pedestrian, the bill requires a peace officer to read a
statement related to consent to the search and obtain the person's written
consent to the search.  The consent applies only to searches for which
there is otherwise no legal basis.

(b)  A PEACE OFFICER MAY CONDUCT A CONSENSUAL SEARCH ONLY10

AFTER ARTICULATING THE FOLLOWING FACTORS TO, AND SUBSEQUENTLY11

RECEIVING CONSENT FROM, THE PERSON SUBJECT TO THE SEARCH OR THE12

PERSON WITH THE APPARENT OR ACTUAL AUTHORITY TO PROVIDE13

PERMISSION TO SEARCH THE VEHICLE OR EFFECTS.  THE FACTORS ARE:14

(I)  THE PERSON IS BEING ASKED TO VOLUNTARILY CONSENT TO A16

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STATEMENT VERBATIM; SUBSTANTIAL COMPLIANCE WITH THE CONTENT OF1

THE STATEMENT IS SUFFICIENT TO COMPLY WITH THE REQUIREMENT.2

(3)  IF A DEFENDANT MOVES TO SUPPRESS ANY EVIDENCE OBTAINED3

IN THE COURSE OF THE SEARCH, THE COURT SHALL CONSIDER THE FAILURE4

TO COMPLY WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS SECTION AS A FACTOR IN5

DETERMINING THE VOLUNTARINESS OF THE CONSENT.6

(4)  THIS SECTION SHALL NOT APPLY TO A SEARCH CONDUCTED7

PURSUANT TO SECTION 16-3-103, C.R.S., A VALID SEARCH INCIDENT TO OR8

SUBSEQUENT TO A LAWFUL ARREST, OR TO A SEARCH FOR WHICH THERE IS9

A LEGAL BASIS OTHER THAN VOLUNTARY CONSENT.  THIS SHALL INCLUDE,10

BUT NOT BE LIMITED TO, A SEARCH IN A CORRECTIONAL FACILITY OR ON11

CORRECTIONAL FACILITY PROPERTY, A DETENTION FACILITY, COUNTY12

DETENTION FACILITY, CUSTODY FACILITY, JUVENILE CORRECTIONAL13

FACILITY OR ANY MENTAL HEALTH INSTITUTE OR MENTAL HEALTH14

FACILITY OPERATED BY OR UNDER A CONTRACT WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF15

HUMAN SERVICES, A COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS FACILITY, OR A JAIL OR A16

SEARCH OF A PERSON SUBJECT TO PROBATION       OR PAROLE BY A17

COMMUNITY SUPERVISION OR PAROLE OFFICER WHEN THE PERSON HAS18

CONSENTED TO SEARCH AS A TERM AND CONDITION OF ANY PROBATION OR19

PAROLE.20

SECTION 2.  Safety clause.  The general assembly hereby finds,21

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate22

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.23
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
