Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. 42-3-112, Colorado Revised Statutes, isamended BY
THE ADDITION OF A NEW SUBSECTION to read:

42-3-112. Failureto pay tax - penalty. (1.7) NOTWITHSTANDING
THE PROVISIONS OF SUBSECTION (1) OF THIS SECTION, ON AND AFTER JULY
1, 2010, THE AMOUNT OF THE LATE FEE PAYABLE BY THE OWNER OF A
VEHICLEWITHOUT MOTIVE POWER THAT WEIGHS TWO THOUSAND POUNDSOR
LESS, THAT ISSUBJECT TOTAXATION UNDER THISARTICLE, AND THAT ISNOT
REGISTERED WHEN REQUIRED BY LAW SHALL BE TEN DOLLARS. FOR
