The bill extends the repeal date for the in-home support
services program (program) by three years to September 1, 2014, and
requires the department of regulatory agencies to review the program

In administering the program, the department of health carepolicy
and financing (HCPF) shall implement a system for the routine and
accurate monitoring of the number of personsreceiving in-home support
services. Additionally, HCPF shall provide comprehensive, periodic
training for single entry point agencies, including, a a minimum,
information concerning eligibility for the program and thelocation of and
contact information for in-home support service agencies.

HCPF shall report annually to the joint budget committee and to
the health and human services committee of the senate and the health and
environment committee of the house of representatives on the
implementation of in-home support services.

The bill removes obsolete language repealing the program if
certain federal funding conditions were not met.
