(e) The natural maturation, expansion, growth, and evolution of
Mesa state collegein Grand Junction, along with the goals of eliminating
confusion regarding the nature and offerings of the institution and
enhancing the geographic and reputational distinctiveness of its name,
warrant a name change for the institution;

(f) Changing the name of an institution steeped in tradition and
history requires deliberate outreach and engagement to develop support
and agreement among affected constituents;

(g) Mesa state college has conducted extensive outreach to its
constituent community, and itsgoverning board hasrecommended that its

name be changed,
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(h) Any resources required to change the names of the institution
will not be derived from state general funds allocated to the institution;
and

(i) Giventhelack of alignment of the general assembly'sschedule
and that of institutional recruiting cycles, failure to act on aname change
proposal in this legidative session could postpone name change
implementation by as much as two years.
