CONCERNING THE LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR OF THE STATE OF COLORADO
SERVING CONCURRENTLY ASTHEHEAD OF A PRINCIPAL DEPARTMENT
IN STATE GOVERNMENT, AND MAKING AN APPROPRIATION IN
CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. 24-1-108, Colorado Revised Statutes, is amended to
read:

24-1-108. Appointment of officers and employees. (1) Any
provisions of law to the contrary notwithstanding and subject to the
provisions of the constitution of the state of Colorado, the head of a
principal department shall be appointed by the governor, with the consent
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of the senate. The head of a principal department shall appoint all
subordinate officers and employees of his OrR HER office and the head of
each division under his OR HER department, and the head of each division
shall appoint all employees in his OrR HER division, but all appointments
made by the head of aprincipal department and heads of divisions shall be
made in accordance with section 24-2-102.

(2) IN THE EVENT THAT THE LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR IS APPOINTED
DURINGHISORHER TERM OF OFFICE TO CONCURRENTLY SERVEASTHEHEAD
OF A PRINCIPAL DEPARTMENT:

(@) ACCEPTANCE OR RETENTION OF SUCH AN APPOINTMENT SHALL
NOT RESULT IN A FORFEITURE OF THE OFFICE OF LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR;
AND

(b) IT SHALL BEDEEMED THAT HOLDING THE OFFICE OF LIEUTENANT
GOVERNOR WHILE CONCURRENTLY SERVING AS THE HEAD OF A PRINCIPAL
DEPARTMENT ISNOT INCOMPATIBLE, INCONSISTENT, OR IN CONFLICT WITH
THE DUTIES OF THE LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR OR WITH THE DUTIES, POWERS,
AND FUNCTIONS OF THE HEAD OF A PRINCIPAL DEPARTMENT.

SECTION 2. 24-2-103 (1) (a), Colorado Revised Statutes, is
amended to read:

24-2-103. Compensation of heads of departments and other
officersand employees. (1) (a) Except asprovidedin paragraph (b) of this
subsection (1), officersand employees of the statewho are exempt fromthe
state personnel system shall receive compensation as fixed by law. Any
officer or employee who receives compensation as fixed by law shall not
receive compensation or feesfrom more than one department or institution
of higher education or in more than one capacity; EXCEPT THAT THE
LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR MAY BE COMPENSATED FOR ANY ADDITIONAL
DUTIES AND FUNCTIONS RELATING TO A DEPARTMENT OR INSTITUTION OF
HIGHER EDUCATION ASMAY BE AUTHORIZED BY LAW.

SECTION 3. 24-9-101 (1) (b), Colorado Revised Statutes, is
amended to read:

24-9-101. Salaries of elected state officials. (1) The following
stateofficialsshall receiveannual salariesand alowances, payablemonthly,
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asfollows:

(b) Lieutenant governor, sixty-eight thousand five hundred dollars
OR, IFCONCURRENTLY SERVING ASTHE HEAD OF A PRINCIPAL DEPARTMENT,
A COMBINED SALARY THAT, IN TOTAL,ISCOMMENSURATE WITH THEANNUAL
SALARY PAID FOR THE POSITION OF HEAD OF THE PRINCIPAL DEPARTMENT;

SECTION 4. The appropriation to the department of higher
education for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2010, as enacted in Part VI
of section 2 of chapter 453, Session Laws of Colorado 2010 (HB 10-1376),
as amended by section 1 of Senate Bill 11-140, is amended to read:
