CONCERNING THE REPEAL OF THE "COLORADO HEALTH BENEFIT101

EXCHANGE ACT" IF ANY PART OF THE "PATIENT PROTECTION102

AND AFFORDABLE CARE ACT" AS AMENDED BY THE "HEALTH103

CARE AND EDUCATION RECONCILIATION ACT OF 2010" IS104

RULED UNCONSTITUTIONAL.105

Bill Summary

The bill repeals the "Colorado Health Benefit Exchange Act" if the
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"Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act" as amended by the "Health
Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010" (federal act) is repealed
or the United States supreme court rules that all or any part of the federal
act is unconstitutional.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:1

SECTION 1.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, add 10-22-109 as2

follows:3

10-22-109.  Repeal of article. IF THE FEDERAL ACT IS REPEALED4

OR THE UNITED STATES SUPREME COURT RULES THAT ALL OR ANY PART5

OF THE FEDERAL ACT IS UNCONSTITUTIONAL, INCLUDING THE6

ESTABLISHMENT OF THE HEALTH BENEFIT EXCHANGES AND THE7

INDIVIDUAL MANDATE TO PURCHASE HEALTH INSURANCE, THE GOVERNOR,8

AFTER CONSULTATION WITH THE ATTORNEY GENERAL, SHALL REPORT THIS9

FACT IN WRITING TO THE REVISOR OF STATUTES. UPON RECEIPT BY THE10

REVISOR OF STATUTES OF THE WRITTEN REPORT, THIS ARTICLE IS11

REPEALED.12

SECTION 2.  Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,13

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate14

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.15
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
