Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 27-65-102, amend
(17) asfollows:

27-65-102. Definitions. Asused inthisarticle, unlessthe context
otherwise requires:

(17) "Professional person” means a person licensed to practice
medicine in this state, ef a psychologist certified to practice in this state,
OR A PERSON LICENSED AND IN GOOD STANDING IN ANOTHER STATE WHO
ISPROVIDING MEDICAL ORCLINICAL SERVICESAT A TREATMENT FACILITY
IN THIS STATE THAT ISOPERATED BY THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED
STATES, THE UNITED STATES PUBLIC HEALTH SERVICE, OR THE UNITED
STATES DEPARTMENT OF VETERANS AFFAIRS.

SECTION 2. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
