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A BILL FOR AN ACT
CONCERNING PREVENTING PERSONS WHO HAVE COMMITTED
DOMESTIC VIOLENCE FROM POSSESSING FIREARMS.

When a court subjects a person to a protection order to prevent
domestic violence or a protection order that prohibits the person from
possessing or controlling firearms or other weapons, or the court convicts
aperson of amisdemeanor or felony domestic violence offense, the court
shall require the person to relinquish any firearm or ammunition in the

person's immediate possession or control or subject to the person's
Immediate possession or control. In the case of apersonwhoisserved in
court with aprotection order to prevent domestic violence, and inthe case
of aperson who is served with a mandatory protection order prohibiting
the person from possessing or controlling firearms or other weapons, the
person must relinquish any firearm or ammunition within 24 hours. Inthe
case of apersonwho isserved outside of the court with aprotection order
to prevent domestic violence, the person must relinquish any firearm or
ammunition within 48 hours. However, a court may allow a person up to
72 hoursto comply if the person demonstrates to the satisfaction of the
court that he or she is unable to comply within 24 or 48 hours, as
applicable.
To satisfy the requirement, the person may:
! Sl or transfer possession of the firearm or ammunition to
afederally licensed firearms dedler;

! Arrange for the storage of the firearm or ammunition by a
law enforcement agency; or
1 Sell or transfer the firearm or ammunition to a private

party; except that the person shall not transfer afirearm or
ammunition to a private party unless the private party has
been approved to possess or purchase afirearm pursuant to
a background check of the national instant criminal
background check system.

If aperson is unable to satisfy the requirement because he or she
Is incarcerated or otherwise held in the custody of a law enforcement
agency, the court, asacondition of the person's sentence, shall requirethe
person to relinquish any firearm or ammunition in the person'simmediate
possession or control or subject to the person's immediate possession or
control before the person may be released from such incarceration or
custody.

If aperson sellsor otherwisetransfersafirearm or ammunition to
aprivate party, the person shall acquire:

! From the transferee, a written receipt acknowledging the
transfer, which receipt shall be dated and signed by the
person and the transferee; and
From the licensed gun dealer who requests from the
Colorado bureau of investigation a background check of
the transferee, a written statement of the results of the
background check.

If alocal law enforcement agency elects to store firearms or
ammunition for a person:

! The agency may charge afee for such storage, the amount
of which shall not exceed the direct and indirect costs
incurred by the agency in providing such storage; and

I The agency may establish policies for disposal of
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abandoned or stolen firearms or ammunition.

A federally licensed firearms dealer who takes possession of a
firearm or ammunition, and a law enforcement agency that stores a
firearm or ammunition, shall issue a receipt to the person who transfers
possession of the firearm or ammunition. Not more than 3 calendar days
after relinquishing thefirearm or ammunition, the person shall file acopy
of the receipt with the court as proof of the relinquishment. A person
who failsto timely file a receipt commits a class 2 misdemeanor.

A person subject to a protection order who possesses or attempts
to purchase or receive afirearm or ammunition whilethe protection order
isin effect violates the protection order.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. Legidativedeclaration. (1) Thegenera assembly
finds that:

(@) Many domestic violence offenders are subjected to civil or
criminal protection orders or are convicted of crimeswith an underlying
factual basis of domestic violence and, pursuant to federal law, are
prohibited from purchasing or possessing firearms or ammunition;

(b) Despite efforts by law enforcement, prosecutors, and judges
a the state level, gun violence against intimate partners continues to
plague Colorado;

(c) Each year, persons who commit domestic violence use
firearmsto threaten, injure, and kill victims, and firearms are the weapon
used most often in deaths due to domestic violence;

(d) The immediate period proceeding a domestic violence
conviction or the issuance of a domestic violence protection order is a
particularly dangerous time for victims of domestic violence;

(e) The federal "Gun Ban for Individuals Convicted of a
Misdemeanor Crimeof Domestic Violence", Pub.L. 104—208, specifically

addresses the most dangerous domestic violence offenders; that is, those
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who have the highest risk of committing a domestic violence homicide
involving afirearm; and

(f) State enforcement of these federal laws is needed and is the
key to help protect victims of domestic violence and their children.

(2) Now, therefore, the general assembly hereby declares that if
apersonisconvicted of aqualifying misdemeanor or felony offensewith
an underlying factual basis of domestic violence or subjected to a
qualifying civil or mandatory criminal protection order that prohibitsthe
person from purchasing or possessing firearms or ammunition under the
federal "Gun Control Act of 1968", chapter 44 of title 18, U.S.C., as
amended, the court shall require the respondent to:

(@) Refrain from possessing or purchasing any firearm or
ammunition for the duration of the order; and

(b) Relinquish any firearm or ammunition in the respondent’s
immediate possession or control or subject to the respondent'simmediate
possession or control.

SECTION 8. InColorado Revised Statutes, 18-6-801, add (8) as
follows:

18-6-801. Domestic violence - sentencing. (8) (a) IN ADDITION
TO ANY SENTENCE THAT IS IMPOSED UPON A PERSON FOR VIOLATION OF
ANY CRIMINAL LAW UNDER THISTITLE, IFA PERSON ISCONVICTED OF ANY
CRIME, THE UNDERLYING FACTUAL BASIS OF WHICH IS FOUND BY THE

COURT ON THE RECORD TO BE A MISDEMEANOR CRIME OF DOMESTIC

VIOLENCE, AS DEFINED IN 18 U.S.C. sec. 921 (a) (33), OR THAT IS

PUNISHABLE BY A TERM OF IMPRISONMENT EXCEEDING ONE YEAR AND

INCLUDES AN ACT OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, AS DEFINED IN SECTION

18-6-800.3 (1), THE COURT SHALL ORDER THE PERSON TO:

(I) REFRAIN FROM POSSESSING OR PURCHASING ANY FIREARM OR
AMMUNITION FOR THE DURATION OF THE ORDER; AND

(I) RELINQUISH ANY FIREARM OR AMMUNITION IN THE PERSON'S
IMMEDIATE POSSESSION OR CONTROL OR SUBJECT TO THE PERSON'S
IMMEDIATE POSSESSION OR CONTROL.

(b) UPON ISSUANCE OF AN ORDER TO RELINQUISH ONE OR MORE
FIREARMS OR AMMUNITION PURSUANT TO PARAGRAPH (a) OF THIS
SUBSECTION (8), THE DEFENDANT SHALL RELINQUISH ANY FIREARM OR
AMMUNITION NOT MORE THAN TWENTY-FOUR HOURSAFTER BEING SERVED
WITH THE ORDER; EXCEPT THAT A COURT MAY ALLOW A RESPONDENT UP
TO SEVENTY-TWO HOURS TO COMPLY WITH THIS PARAGRAPH (b) IF THE
RESPONDENT DEMONSTRATES TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE COURT THAT
HE OR SHE IS UNABLE TO COMPLY WITHIN TWENTY-FOUR HOURS. TO
SATISFY THIS REQUIREMENT, THE RESPONDENT MAY:

() SELL OR TRANSFER POSSESSION OF THE FIREARM OR
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AMMUNITION TOA FEDERALLY LICENSED FIREARMSDEALERDESCRIBED IN
18 U.S.C. sEC. 923, AS AMENDED; EXCEPT THAT THIS PROVISION SHALL
NOT BE INTERPRETED TO REQUIRE ANY FEDERALLY LICENSED FIREARMS
DEALER TO PURCHASE OR ACCEPT POSSESSION OF ANY FIREARM OR
AMMUNITION;

(I1) ARRANGE FOR THE STORAGE OF THE FIREARM ORAMMUNITION
BY A LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY; EXCEPT THAT THIS PROVISION SHALL
NOT BE INTERPRETED TO REQUIRE ANY LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY TO
PROVIDE STORAGE OF FIREARMS OR AMMUNITION FOR ANY PERSON; OR

(Il SELL OROTHERWISE TRANSFER THE FIREARM ORAMMUNITION
TO A PRIVATE PARTY WHO MAY LEGALLY POSSESS THE FIREARM OR
AMMUNITION; EXCEPT THAT A PERSON WHO SELLS OR TRANSFERS A
FIREARM PURSUANT TO THIS SUBPARAGRAPH (I11) SHALL SATISFY ALL OF
THE PROVISIONSOF SECTION 18-12-112, CONCERNING PRIVATE FIREARMS
TRANSFERS, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO THE PERFORMANCE OF A
CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECK OF THE TRANSFEREE.

(c) IF A DEFENDANT IS UNABLE TO SATISFY THE PROVISIONS OF
PARAGRAPH (b) OF THIS SUBSECTION (8) BECAUSE HE OR SHE IS

IMMEDIATE POSSESSION OR CONTROL BEFORE THE DEFENDANT IS
RELEASED FROM SUCH INCARCERATION OR CUSTODY.

(d) A FEDERALLY LICENSED FIREARMS DEALER WHO TAKES
POSSESSION OF A FIREARM OR AMMUNITION PURSUANT TO THIS

SUBSECTION (8) SHALL ISSUE A RECEIPT TO THE RESPONDENT AT THE TIME
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OF RELINQUISHMENT.

() A LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY MAY ELECT TO STORE
FIREARMS OR AMMUNITION FOR PERSONS PURSUANT TO THISSUBSECTION
(8). IF AN AGENCY SO ELECTS:

(I) THE AGENCY MAY CHARGE A FEE FOR SUCH STORAGE, THE
AMOUNT OF WHICH SHALL NOT EXCEED THE DIRECT AND INDIRECT COSTS

PARAGRAPH (b) OF THIS SUBSECTION (8), THE DEFENDANT SHALL
ACQUIRE:

(I) FROM THE TRANSFEREE, A WRITTEN RECEIPT ACKNOWLEDGING
THE TRANSFER, WHICH RECEIPT SHALL BE DATED AND SIGNED BY THE
DEFENDANT AND THE TRANSFEREE; AND

(I1) FROM THE LICENSED GUN DEALER WHO REQUESTS FROM THE
COLORADO BUREAU OF INVESTIGATION A BACKGROUND CHECK OF THE
TRANSFEREE, AS DESCRIBED IN SECTION 18-12-112, A WRITTEN
STATEMENT OF THE RESULTS OF THE BACKGROUND CHECK.

(@ NOT MORE THAN THREE BUSINESS DAYS AFTER THE

ISSUED PURSUANT TO PARAGRAPH (d), (€), OR (f) OF THISSUBSECTION (8),
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AND, IF APPLICABLE, THE WRITTEN STATEMENT OF THE RESULTS OF A

SECTION 9. Effectivedate. (1) Except as otherwise provided
in this section, this act takes effect upon passage.

(b) Sections 6, 7, and 8 of this act take effect only if House Bill
13-1229 becomes law.

SECTION 10. Safety clause. Thegeneral assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
