Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 42-12-101, amend
(2) asfollows:

42-12-101. Definitions. Asusedinthisarticle, unlessthe context
otherwise requires:

(@) Model year 1975 or earlier; of

(b) Model year 1976 or later that was registered as a collector's
item prior to September 1, 2009; except that avehicle so registered is not
eligiblefor registration asacollector'sitem upon sale or transfer to anew
owner; OR

(c) A MODEL YEAR AT LEAST THIRTY-TWO YEARS OLD; EXCEPT
THAT, IF THE VEHICLE IS BEING REGISTERED IN THE PROGRAM AREA, AS
DEFINED IN SECTION 42-4-304:

SECTION 6. Appropriation. (1) In addition to any other

appropriation, thereis hereby appropriated, to the department of revenue,
for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2013, the sum of $193,489 cash

funds, or so much thereof as may be necessary, to be alocated for the

implementation of this act as follows:

SECTION 7. Act subject to petition - effective date. This act
takes effect at 12:01 am. on the day following the expiration of the
ninety-day period after final adjournment of thegeneral assembly (August
7, 2013, if adjournment sine die is on May 8, 2013); except that, if a
referendum petition is filed pursuant to section 1 (3) of article V of the
state constitution against this act or an item, section, or part of this act
within such period, then the act, item, section, or part will not take effect
unless approved by the people at the general election to be held in
November 2014 and, in such case, will take effect on the date of the

official declaration of the vote thereon by the governor.
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
