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(Note: This summary applies to this bill asintroduced and does
not necessarily reflect any amendments that may be subsequently
adopted.)

Clarifies that, without the consent of the owner of the property,
private property shall not betaken or damaged by the state or any political
subdivision for a public or private use without just compensation.

Excludes from the meaning of "public use" the taking of private
property for transfer to a private entity for the purpose of economic
development or enhancement of tax revenue. Specifies that private
property may otherwise be taken solely for the purpose of furthering a
public use as that term is understood as of the effective date of the act.

Specifiesthat, in any condemnation action, the burden of proof is
on the condemning entity to demonstrate, by a preponderance of the
evidence, that the taking of private property isfor apublic use, unlessthe
condemnation action involves a taking for the eradication of blight, in
which case the act requires the condemning entity to demonstrate, by
clear and convincing evidence, that the taking of the property is for a
public use.

In the case of a conflict between the provisions of the urban
renewal law and the provisions of the act, specifiesthat the provisions of
the act shall control.

Makes a conforming amendment. Definesterms.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Sate of Colorado:

SECTION 1. 38-1-101 (1), (2), and (3), Colorado Revised
Statutes, areamended, and the said 38-1-101 isfurther amended BY THE
ADDITION OF A NEW SUBSECTION, to read:

38-1-101. Compensation - public use - commission - jury -
court - prohibition on elimination of nonconforming uses or
nonconforming property design by amortization - limitation on
extraterritorial condemnation by municipalities - definitions.
(1) () NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION OF LAW, IN ORDER TO
PROTECT PROPERTY RIGHTS, WITHOUT THE CONSENT OF THE OWNER OF

THE PROPERTY, private property shall not be taken or damaged BY THE
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STATEORANY POLITICAL SUBDIVISION for A public or private use without
just compensation.

(b) FOR PURPOSES OF SATISFYING THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS
SECTION, "PUBLIC USE" SHALL NOT INCLUDE THE TAKING OF PRIVATE
PROPERTY FOR TRANSFER TO A PRIVATE ENTITY FOR THE PURPOSE OF
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OR ENHANCEMENT OF TAX REVENUE. PRIVATE
PROPERTY MAY OTHERWISE BE TAKEN SOLELY FOR THE PURPOSE OF
FURTHERING A PUBLIC USE AS THAT TERM IS UNDERSTOOD AS OF THE
EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS SUBSECTION (1), ASAMENDED.

(c) PRIVATEPROPERTY SHALL NOT BE TAKEN BY A PRIVATE PARTY
EXCEPT ASA PRIVATEWAY OF NECESSITY ASPROVIDED UNDER SECTION 14
OF ARTICLE || OF THE STATE CONSTITUTION, FOR A RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR A
DITCH, CANAL, ORFLUME ASPROVIDED UNDER SECTION 7 OF ARTICLE XV
OF THE STATE CONSTITUTION, OR FOR OTHER PURPOSESASAUTHORIZED BY
PARAGRAPH (b) OF THIS SUBSECTION (1).

(2) (&) Inall casesinwhich compensation isnot made by the state
in its corporate capacity, such compensation shall be ascertained by a
board of commissioners of not less than three disinterested and impartial
freeholders pursuant to section 38-1-105 (1) or by a jury when required
by the owner of the property as prescribed in section 38-1-106. All
guestions and issues, except the amount of compensation, shall be
determined by the court unlessall partiesinterested in the action stipul ate
and agree that the compensation may be so ascertained by the court. In
the event of such stipulation and agreement, the court shall proceed as
provided in this article for the trial of such causes by a board of
COMMISSIONers or jury.

(b) NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION OF LAW, IN ANY
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CONDEMNATION ACTION, WITHOUT THE CONSENT OF THE OWNER OF THE
PROPERTY, THE BURDEN OF PROOF IS ON THE CONDEMNING ENTITY TO
DEMONSTRATE, BY A PREPONDERANCE OF THE EVIDENCE, THAT THE
TAKING OF PRIVATE PROPERTY IS FOR A PUBLIC USE, UNLESS THE
CONDEMNATION ACTION INVOLVES A TAKING FOR THE ERADICATION OF
BLIGHT, IN WHICH CASE THE BURDEN OF PROOF IS ON THE CONDEMNING
ENTITY TO DEMONSTRATE, BY CLEAR AND CONVINCING EVIDENCE, THAT
THE TAKING OF THE PROPERTY IS FOR A PUBLIC USE.

(3) (&) Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary,
alocal government shall not enact or enforce an ordinance, resolution, or
regul ation that requires a nonconforming property use that was lawful at

the time of itsinception to be terminated or eliminated by amortization.

(5) FOR PURPOSES OF THIS SECTION, UNLESS THE CONTEXT
OTHERWISE REQUIRES:

(2) "LOCAL GOVERNMENT" MEANSA COUNTY, CITY AND COUNTY,

(b) "POLITICAL SUBDIVISION" MEANS A COUNTY; CITY AND
COUNTY; CITY; TOWN; SERVICE AUTHORITY; SCHOOL DISTRICT; LOCAL
IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT; LAW ENFORCEMENT AUTHORITY; URBAN
RENEWAL AUTHORITY; CITY OR COUNTY HOUSING AUTHORITY; WATER,
SANITATION, FIRE PROTECTION, METROPOLITAN, IRRIGATION, DRAINAGE,
OR OTHER SPECIAL DISTRICT; OR ANY OTHER KIND OF MUNICIPAL,
QUASI-MUNICIPAL, OR PUBLIC CORPORATION ORGANIZED PURSUANT TO
LAW.

SECTION 2. Part 1 of article 25 of title 31, Colorado Revised
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Statutes, is amended BY THE ADDITION OF A NEW SECTION to
read:

31-25-105.7. Condemnation actions by authorities - effect of
other provisions. NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION OF LAW,
ANY CONDEMNATION ACTION COMMENCED BY AN AUTHORITY ON OR
AFTER THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS SECTION SHALL SATISFY THE
REQUIREMENTS SPECIFIED IN SECTION 38-1-101, C.R.S. TO THE EXTENT
THERE IS ANY CONFLICT BETWEEN THE PROVISIONS OF THIS PART 1 AND
THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 38-1-101, C.R.S., THE PROVISIONS OF
SECTION 38-1-101, C.R.S., SHALL CONTROL.

SECTION 3. Applicability. This act shall apply to any
condemnation action commenced on or after the effective date of thisact.

SECTION 4. Safety clause. Thegeneral assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
