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SECTION 1. InColorado Revised Statutes, 18-9-111, amend (1)
(e); and add (7) and (8) asfollows:

18-9-111. Harassment - Kiana Arellano's law. (1) A person
commits harassment if, with intent to harass, annoy, or alarm another
person, he or she:

(e) DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY initiates communication with a
PEerson OR DIRECTSLANGUAGE TOWARD ANOTHER PERSON, anonymously
or otherwise, by telephone, telephone network, data network, text
message, instant message, computer, computer network, ©f computer
system, OR OTHER INTERACTIVE ELECTRONIC MEDIUM in a manner
intended to harass or threaten bodily injury or property damage, or makes
any comment, request, suggestion, or proposal by telephone, computer,
computer network, ©f computer system, OR OTHER INTERACTIVE
ELECTRONIC MEDIUM that is obscene; or

SECTION 3. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
